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The dissertation is devoted to a comprehensive socio-philosophical analysis of
the Christian origins of the Anglo-Saxon liberal tradition and to establishing the
religious influences on the formation of key liberal concepts. The relevance of the
topic stems from the fact that liberalism is not a homogeneous ideology, particularly
in its attitude toward the Christian religion. However, in contemporary Western
political discourse, as well as in a significant portion of scholarly research, secularism
i1s treated as an inherent component of liberalism, although in reality this
characterizes only a part of the liberal tradition. In this regard, there is a need for
more studies that would clarify and deepen the understanding of the religious
preconditions of liberal ideology by reconstructing the original liberal tradition,
which was historically closely connected with Christian political thought. The
scientific novelty lies in overcoming the conceptual ambiguity surrounding the term
“liberalism” through the application of F. Hayek’s classification of liberal traditions,
which became a fundamental theoretical and methodological framework for
analyzing the religious foundations of liberalism, as it directed the research toward
the Anglo-Saxon tradition—a tradition that, according to Hayek himself, is
compatible with the Christian worldview. Therefore, this is the first comprehensive
study of the Christian foundations of precisely the Anglo-Saxon form of liberalism.
For the first time, a systematic reconstruction has been carried out of the set of

foundational Christian ideas found in the theories of Anglo-Saxon authors from the



seventeenth to the twentieth century; the connection has been established between
Protestant anti-tyrannical treatises and liberal concepts of individual liberty and
limited government; it has been substantiated that the concept of conscience in the
work of the eminent liberal theorist Lord Acton is an allusion to the Christian
doctrine of truth and freedom (John 8:32) and constitutes the main latent cause
underlying the formation of Anglo-Saxon liberalism; the influence of the Christian
religion on the development of key liberal concepts has been investigated. The
understanding of the evolutionary pathways through which Catholic and Calvinist
social teaching penetrated liberal theory has been refined.

The  theoretical and  methodological  framework  consists  of
historical-philosophical analysis, as well as comparative, inductive, deductive,
hermeneutical, and content-analytical approaches. The source base includes
Protestant anti-tyrannical treatises of the sixteenth and seventeenth centuries;
theological works by prominent Christian authors (St. Augustine, J. Calvin, C. Lewis,
and others); writings of the classic representatives of Anglo-Saxon liberalism of the
seventeenth to nineteenth centuries (J. Locke, A. Smith, E. Burke, J. Madison, B.
Constant, A. de Tocqueville, Lord Acton); works by F. Hayek and the
twentieth-century liberal-conservative thought represented by I. Kristol and M.
Thatcher, as well as contemporary studies in the history of ideas and political
theology.

The first chapter demonstrates that F. Hayek’s classification, which
distinguishes between the Anglo-Saxon and Continental liberal traditions, makes it
possible to analyse liberalism not as a homogeneous ideology but as a body of
distinct historical approaches grounded in different philosophical premises. The
Anglo-Saxon tradition, represented by Locke, Smith, Burke, Tocqueville, Acton, and
their successors, is formed on the basis of an evolutionary understanding of social
order, respect for law, tradition, and religious morality—elements that ensure its
conceptual affinity with Christian political thought. Continental rationalist liberalism,
shaped under the influence of the French Enlightenment, departs from these

foundations, replacing limited government and morally rooted individualism with the



ideal of majority sovereignty, unlimited state power, and anticlericalism, which later
evolved into the social-liberal paradigm. A comparative analysis of these two
traditions has made it possible to establish that it is precisely Anglo-Saxon liberalism
that constitutes the original form of liberal thought and is characterized by a deep
historical affinity with the Protestant ethos, anti-authoritarian political theology, and
the anti-tyrannical tradition that found its further development in John Locke’s theory.

The second chapter shows that Christian ideas did not merely accompany
Anglo-Saxon liberalism but served as an internal source of its formation. The analysis
of the works of Locke, Smith, Burke, Constant, Tocqueville, Madison, and Acton
demonstrates that the key liberal concepts—natural rights, individual liberty, the
limitation of power, moral order, and religious pluralism—have a direct genealogical
dependence on Christian political thought. Locke brings the Christian discourse on
freedom to completion; Burke is the first to provide a theoretical justification for the
necessity of religion as the moral foundation of the liberal order; Constant and
Tocqueville develop arguments concerning the social utility of Christianity and the
risks that secularism poses to democracy; Madison adapts Christian anthropology to
the constitutional architecture of the United States; and twentieth-century
thinkers—Hayek, Kristol, and Thatcher—return liberalism to its religious and moral
origins.

The central figure of this tradition is Lord Acton, who demonstrated that the
source of individual liberty is the specifically Christian idea of conscience; this makes
it possible to interpret Anglo-Saxon liberalism not as a secular project but as the
result of the long-term internal development of Christian political theory.

The third chapter establishes that Acton grounds his understanding of freedom
and conscience directly in the Christian tradition, in which conscience appears as the
highest instance of truth standing above any form of human authority. The analysis
shows that Acton interprets individual liberty not as a political invention of the
modern age but as a historical product of the Christian doctrine of human
responsibility before God and the moral autonomy of the person. The Christian idea

of independent conscience—inherited from medieval theology and developed by



Protestant nonconformists—emerges in Acton’s theory as the primary driving force
of liberal progress. For this reason, Acton views the history of freedom as the history
of the unfolding of Christian truth within the political sphere, and Anglo-Saxon
liberalism as the direct heir to this tradition.

The fourth chapter establishes that the central core of Anglo-Saxon liberalism
is the concept of individual liberty, from which limited government, individualism,
and spontaneous (including market) order are derived; the key forms of these ideas
were shaped under the direct influence of the Christian political tradition. Christian
anti-tyrannical thought—from medieval authors to English Puritanism—Iaid the
foundation for the principle of the moral limitation of power and the supremacy of
personal conscience, which later received its complete expression in Locke’s doctrine
and became the basis of the secular liberal concept of natural liberty.

The theoretical significance of the study lies in the development of a coherent
concept of the Christian component of Anglo-Saxon liberalism and in balancing the
secular interpretation of liberalism that dominates contemporary discourse. The
practical significance of the results consists in their applicability for further analysis
of the ideological foundations of modern political doctrines, for the development of
academic courses on the history of political thought, and for understanding the value
foundations of Ukrainian political culture within the context of its Western
civilizational orientation.
