ABSTRACT

The dissertation is devoted to the study of the public diplomacy of the leading
coordination structure of Ukrainian communities and organizations in the diaspora
— the Ukrainian World Congress (the UWC) in 1991-2021 aimed at supporting and
promoting Ukraine in the international arena and the development of Ukrainian life
in the diaspora.

The paper summarizes and compares approaches to understanding the concept
of «diaspora» in different countries of the world, characterizes the mechanisms of
cooperation between the diaspora and the state. It emphasises that diaspora
communities have historically been an important factor in development for both the
country of origin and the country of residence. They can contribute to the
establishment of relations between the states with which they are associated in the
economy, culture, science and education, etc.

The available scientific works on the public diplomacy of the UWC are
divided into three groups: consider the role of the organization as a superstructure
of Ukrainian communities in the diaspora and establish its importance for building
the international image of Ukraine; which provide a general description of the
activities of the UWC and its member organizations in various areas of support for
Ukraine and fostering Ukrainian community life abroad; which provide an idea of
the activities of the superstructure in terms of the functioning of its structural units.

Based on the work of Ukrainian and foreign researchers, the public diplomacy
of the UWC is understood as its cooperation with Ukraine, as well as foreign

governments and international organizations, Ukrainian communities in different



countries of the world in spreading knowledge about Ukraine, lobbying and
advocating for its interests. At the same time, the work of the UWC to preserve
Ukrainian national identity is not considered a manifestation of public diplomacy.
However, it is emphasized that the UWC and its member organizations conduct
numerous activities aimed at preserving and strengthening Ukrainian national
identity, which are often attended by foreigners, so in this case it may be a matter of
public diplomacy in the activities of the organization.

The source base of the research is representative. Memoirs, periodicals,
publications of materials from congresses of the organization, websites of the UWC
and member organizations, their pages on social networks, etc. were processed.
Separate documents from the Central State Archive of Public Associations and
Ukrainian Studies (TsDAHOQOU), the archive of the Ukrainian Historical Association
(the UHA), the private archive of W. Sokolyk (Toronto, Canada), materials of the
XI1 Congress of the UWC, recorded by the author of interviews about the UWC’s
activities with 1. Wynnyckyj, A. Lozynskyj, O. Sokolyk were processed and
introduced into scholarly circulation. The work used a comprehensive
methodological approach using general scientific and special research methods,
which allowed achieving the set goal and fulfilling the research objectives.

The conducted research made it possible to obtain results that contain
scholarly novelty. The public diplomacy of the UWC was comprehensively studied
by examining its various areas: cultural, culinary, science, expert, educational,
economic, digital, and sports. It was substantiated that its implementation can also
be traced at the level of Congress member organizations. The structure, goals, areas
of activity and the role of the UWC as an international non-governmental
organization are disclosed. Ukraine’s vision of cooperation with the global
Ukrainian community is characterized. It is emphasized that the UWC is expanding
its international activities through the functioning of the UWC’s Sub-Committees to
the UN and through maintaining relations with international organizations in
Brussels. Contacts have been established with the authorities of foreign states and

international organizations, as well as the public sector. One of the main tasks of the



UWC’s Representation to the UN is to disseminate information about the
Holodomor of 1932-1933 in Ukraine as an act of genocide. The work of this
Representation in general needs to be more revitalized and activated. At the same
time, the UWC Representation in Brussels, thanks to the support of Ukrainian
communities in recipient countries, is engaged in information work, political
advocacy and contributes to the economic development of Ukraine. The UWC
Representation in Ukraine is working to improve interaction with the country of
origin. It participated in state building through assistance in the development of
legislative initiatives, communication and cooperation with government agencies,
raising awareness about the Holodomor, information policy, etc.

An idea of the forms and ways of implementing cultural and culinary
diplomacy of the UWC and its member organizations was formed. Attention was
drawn to the fact that for a long time a special unit on cultural issues worked in the
structure of the superstructure and its activities were characterized. It was indicated
that the UWC cultural diplomacy has various forms and methods of implementation,
in particular, it concerns the holding of cultural and artistic events by world councils
and at the level of the UWC network, the organization of charitable actions, the
provision of financial support for cultural initiatives, and the involvement of
foreigners in such events. The UWC culinary diplomacy is best traced at the level
of its member organizations, which present Ukrainian cuisine within the framework
of gastronomic and cultural events in the host countries. The culinary diplomacy of
the superstructure has a close relationship with many events of the UWC and its
network, which can be evaluated within the framework of implementing cultural
diplomacy. The role of the UWC and its member organizations in popularizing the
Ukrainian language in foreign countries and integrating events from Ukrainian
history into the global historical context is separately considered. In particular, it was
emphasized that one of the UWC’s priority tasks throughout the entire period of its
activity is to disseminate knowledge about the Holodomor of 1932-1933 and its

recognition as an act of genocide by foreign states.



The features of the science, educational and expert diplomacy of the
superstructure are clarified. The role of the World Scholarly Council, which
contributed to the expansion of international contacts of Ukrainian scientists, and
the development of Ukrainian studies, is shown. It is proven that manifestations of
science diplomacy can also be traced at the level of the UWC member organizations.
They mainly concern the dissemination of knowledge about Ukraine in the host
country. It is emphasized that in order to represent and advocate for Ukraine’s
interests in the world, the UWC cooperates with the expert community. The
educational diplomacy of the superstructure is most evident in the activities of the
International Educational Coordinating Council, which works to develop Ukrainian
schooling in the world and communication between Ukrainian educational centers,
and supports Ukraine in issues of educational reform.

It was established how the UWC implements its tasks through economic,
digital and sports diplomacy. It was emphasized that thanks to the work of the
Ukrainian World Cooperative Council, the credit and cooperative movement was
revived in Ukraine, and the work of the Economic Prosperity and Investment
Committee helps to promote the economic potential of the historical Motherland
among foreign countries. Work was carried out to develop options for attracting
Ukrainians abroad to invest in the economy of Ukraine. The UWC’s digital
diplomacy, which is carried out using the official website and a number of pages of
the superstructure and member organizations on social networks, helps to form a
positive image of Ukraine, popularize its history and culture, and generally increase
its recognition among foreigners. The UWC’s sports diplomacy is aimed at
popularizing Ukrainian sports in the world, and one of its dimensions is the support
of Ukrainians abroad for Ukrainian athletes during their participation in various
international competitions.

The results of the dissertation research can be used in writing scientific papers
on the history of Ukraine, the history of world Ukrainians, public diplomacy of

diasporas, the preparation of relevant textbooks and manuals. Also, the obtained



individual results can be useful in the work of state authorities in matters of

communication with world Ukrainians.
